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Thrust from hydrogen gas
is up to three times that
of conventional fuel

Liquid hydrogen is
flash-vaporised by
pumping it through the
core of a nuclear reactor

Fuel rods, made from two
perforated pipes, are packed
with small uranium pellets
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Chain reaction from uranium
heats hydrogen to over 2,700°C
but makes it slightly radioactive
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
