NATO is considering three options, involving over 100,000 Western troops,
to ensure that humanitarian aid reaches people in the former Yugoslavia.

Option 1:
Naval blockade
Stop and search
powers given to eight

Option 2: Air power
To attack and force back artillery and tanks
around Sarejevo and other beleaguered cities

Option 3: Land corridor from Adriatic
100,000 troops with close air support to be
used to sanitize a ten mile wide land corridor
around relief road from Split to Sarajevo.
Extra 12,000 troops to secure Sarajevo airport
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
