Israeli army fires on protest march

Israeli forces have killed at least 10
Palestinians in the besieged Rafah
refugee camp, raising the death toll to

33 in Israel’s bloodiest raid in Gaza in
years. The bloodshed has brought fresh
international pressure on Israel to end its
assault, aimed at rooting out militants
and uncovering tunnels used

to smuggle weapons across
the border from Egypt
