Iraq civilian deaths

More than 24,860 civilians have
been killed since the U.S.-led
invasion of Iraq in March 2003,
according to a report by UK-based
Iraq Body Count. Seven in 10
deaths occurred in 12 cities. Of
those killed, 82% were adult males
and 18% were women and children
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
