Inspired by Mau Mau rebellion of 
1950s against British colonial rule

Promotes female circumcision
and oath-taking

Claims to have over one million
followers, mostly youths from
Kikuyu – Kenya’s largest tribe

Authorities say sect has morphed
into ruthless gang blamed for killing
of at least 43 people since March
