Ultra-right party

Will negotiate with Palestinians
only on future of West Bank. Will seal
Israel’s borders and totally cut off
Hamas-ruled Gaza Strip. Plans to
keep major Israeli settlement blocs
in West Bank in return for giving
Palestinians control of so-called
triangle area. Jerusalem is Israel’s
“undivided and eternal capital”
