Key figure in Jemaah Islamiyah
(JI), Southeast Asian offshoot of
al Qaeda, founded in 1993

JI has been blamed for string of
deadly attacks on U.S. and Western
targets in Indonesia since 1999

Most recent attack was on two
luxury hotels in Jakarta in July 2009,
in which nine people died
