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By gradually closing three valves in a new high-pressure capping stack
BP has temporarily stopped oil flowing into the Gulf of Mexico. Pressure
testing will indicate whether or not oil is leaking out further down the well
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High pressure – up to 9,000psi –
will indicate well casing is intact.
Relief wells can then permanently
seal Macondo by pumping in heavy
drilling mud and cement
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
