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NASA has narrowed the target for its latest Mars rover, Curiosity,
reducing the distance the car-sized vehicle will have to drive from its

landing site by almost half. Curiosity is scheduled to land on August 6
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Curiosity: Nuclear-powered rover
will study planet for at least one
Martian year (equal to 23 Earth
months). Onboard instruments will
look for signs of microbial life
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Aeroshell: Carries sky
crane soft-landing craft.
Because of rover’s high
mass, sky crane will hover
20m above surface of
Mars, and lower Curiosity
to ground on cables
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
