A U.S. folk singer Bob Dylan made
his first live appearance. Songs
such as “Blowin’ in the Wind”
became anthems for the civil
rights and anti-war movements

1713: The Treaty of Utrecht ended the

11957: A Ryan X-13 Vertijet became
the first jet to take-off and land
vertically

2001: The Netherlands became the first
country to give terminally ill patients the
right to end their lives

2011: France became the first EU
