Spam list hit by world’s biggest cyber-attack
The largest-ever DDoS* attack flooded Geneva-based Spamhaus — which
blacklists senders of unsolicited emails — with up to 300Gb of data
per second. Previous large attacks peaked at around 100Gbps
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In cases of persistent abuse, Spamhaus
blacklists all addresses on subnet, rather
than single address, affecting innocent users
and leading to accusations of blackmail from ISPs
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
