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The UN is scrambling to find fresh troops for its Golan Heights observer
mission following Austria’s decision to withdraw its contingent from

the nearly 40-year-old peacekeeping operation

United Nations Disengagement
Observer Force (UNDOF) set up in
1974 to monitor ceasefire between Israel
and Syria ending their 1973 war

No military forces except UNDOF may
enter ceasefire zone. In addition, UN
places limits on number of Syrian and
Israeli troops and weapons stationed
within 25km either side of zone

Mission has 913 lightly-armed troops.
Austria makes up over one-third of its
strength (377 troops). Other nationalities
include Philippines and India

Japan and Croatia have already pulled
out their troops due to Syrian violence.
Fiji says it will send about 150 troops
as replacements

Philippines also said to be considering
withdrawal, citing security fears. Filipino
troops have twice been abducted by
Syrian rebels in past four months
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
