1919: The Treaty of Versailles was 
signed between Germany and the 
Allied Powers, officially ending WW1
1967: Worshippers were permitted to 
return to the Wailing Wall in 
Jerusalem after the Six Day War
2004: The U.S.-led coalition formally 
handed over power in Iraq
2007: Wildfires swept through 
Greece after days of record high 
temperatures that caused heatstroke 
deaths and extensive power cuts

Archduke Franz Ferdinand, heir 
to the Austro-Hungarian throne, 
and his wife were assassinated by 
a Serb nationalist in Sarajevo, an 
event that triggered World War I
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
