1994: An oil leak in Siberia spread
across a large area of fragile tundra

2002: Many died when Russian forces
stormed a Moscow theatre where 50
Chechen rebels had held 700 hostages
2006: The citizens of Kiribati and
Tuvalu were warned that they would
have to relocate in the next 10 years
because of rising sea levels
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
