More than a million people were systematically
exterminated at the Auschwitz network of death
camps in southern Poland during World War
Two. Most of those murdered were Jews —
as part of Nazi dictator Adolf Hitler’s

“final solution” to annihilate European
Jewry - but Poles, ethnic Roma and
Soviet prisoners of war also died
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
