A As World War Il neared its end
Adolf Hitler married his longterm
mistress, Eva Braun, in Berlin. The
couple committed suicide the
following day

1945: Dachau concentration camp was
liberated by U.S. troops. Over 30,000
people died at the camp over 12 years

1975: The last U.S. troops were
evacuated from Saigon at the end of
the Vietham War

1980: British-born film director Sir
Alfred Hitchcock died at age 80

2005: Taiwan’s opposition leader,
Lien Chan, met with China’s
President, Hu Jintao, to discuss a
possible easing of hostilities
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
