A A devastating earthquake struck
San Francisco.

1951: France, West Germany, ltaly and
the three Benelux countries set up the
European Coal and Steel Community,
forerunner of the European Union
1961: The Vienna Convention, the
framework for diplomatic relations
between countries and the basis for
diplomatic immunity, was adopted
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
