2009, Binghampton, New York: Former student Jiverly Antares Wong
kills teacher and students at American Civic Association immigration centre 

2007, Virginia Tech, Blacksburg, Virginia: Student Seung-Hui Cho opens
fire on university campus killing 32 people before taking his own life

1999, Columbine High School, Colorado: Senior students Eric Harris and
Dylan Klebold conduct complex attack on school, killing 12 students and a
teacher and injuring 24 others
