Abu Abdul Rahman al-Bilawi: Former Iraqi
army captain, head of Military Council – most
important IS military institution (May 2015)

Charaffe al Mouadan: Directly linked to
Abdel Hamid Abaaoud, Belgian-born ringleader
of November 2015 Paris attacks which killed
130 people (Dec 2015)

Abu Ali al-Anbari:
Second-in-command
to Baghdadi in Syria.
Head of IS security
and intelligence,
tasked with running
network of spies
(Mar 2016)

Abu Muslim
al-Turkmani: Second-
in-command to
Baghdadi in Iraq.
Mastermind behind
plan to capture Mosul
in summer 2014
