
This year will be among the three hottest on record,
provisional data suggests, in a new sign of man-made

climate change that is aggravating “extraordinary
weather” such as hurricanes, droughts and floods
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2017: Global temperatures
for January to September were
0.47°C above average, and
1.1°C above pre-industrial levels
2017 is likely to be hottest year in
absence of El Niño phenomenon

2016: Hottest
year on record
with 0.56°C
above average
