1402: Central Asian warrior Tamerlane
defeated and captured the Sultan of the
Ottoman Empire

1988: South Africa, Cuba and Angola
agreed a plan to end the war in
Angola and grant independence to
Namibia

2009: Tuvalu announced a plan to
become the first carbon neutral country
2015: The United States and Cuba
restored diplomatic relations, ending
five decades of Cold War hostility
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
