1850: The first patent for a mechanical
refrigerator was issued, for a “Process
for the Artificial Production of Ice”
1968: Pope Paul VI began the first
ever papal visit to Latin America
1991: Boris Yeltsin saluted 100,000
supporters celebrating the collapse of a
hardline coup against Soviet President
Mikhail Gorbachev

2012: After 19 years of negotiations,
Russia became the newest member
