
MH17 plane crash trial opens
The trial of three Russians and one Ukrainian accused
of shooting down Malaysia Airlines flight MH17 has
begun in the Netherlands. The suspects, believed
to be in Russia, are not expected to attend
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Black Sea

July 17, 2014, 10:15GMT: MH17 takes off
from Amsterdam’s Schiphol airport, bound
for Kuala Lumpur

14:20GMT: Last contact. Plane crashes in
rebel-held eastern Ukraine, killing 298
