MotoGP: Season suspended
until May 3, with Qatar race cancelled
and other Grands Prix rescheduled

Basketball: All IBF competitions
suspended

Formula E: Season paused with
next race scheduled for Berlin on
June 21 – races in Sanya, Rome,
Jakarta, Paris and Seoul all culled

Cricket: Indian Premier League
start delayed until April 15
