Iran: Refused to lift Trump-era
sanctions as condition for getting
Tehran involved in direct talks
over its nuclear programme

China: Kept Trump’s trade
tariffs, and ratcheted up pressure
on Beijing over Taiwan and Hong
Kong, as well as treatment of
Uyghurs in Xinjiang province

Biden reversed some
of Donald Trump’s
hard-line policies
but has struggled
to deal with sharp rise
in arrival of migrants
at Mexico border
He pledged to increase number
of refugees allowed into U.S. but
stuck with Trump’s historically
low ceiling of 15,000 for 2021

Biden’ is averaging
six tweets per day,
compared to around
18 times per day for
Trump as  president
until his account was
suspended in January
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
