1866: The general assembly of Crete

1971: The United Arab Republic
reverted to its former name of Egypt.
Syria had left the union in 1961

2006: The UN reported that production
of opium poppies in Afghanistan had
risen by 50 percent in the previous year
2016: Mother Teresa was officially
declared a saint of the Roman
Catholic Church
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
