A Benito Mussolini created the
National Fascist Party, which ruled
Italy from 1922-43. A “fascio” is a
bundle of rods, symbolising
strength through unity

1967: Rolling Stone magazine, the first
national rock and roll periodical in the
United States, published its first issue

1996: Evander Holyfield beat Mike
Tyson to take boxing’s world
heavyweight crown

2011: Italy’s cost of borrowing reached
a record high as fears grew of an
escalating economic crisis

2020: Armenia and Azerbaijan signed
a Russian-brokered peace treaty to
end six weeks of intense fighting
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
