Oct, 2017: Party Congress
enshrines Xi’s political thinking –

with Chinese Characteristics
for a New Era” – into party’s
constitution

Mar 2018: National People’s
Congress elects Xi president
for second five-year term
and votes to abolish term
limits for presidency

Mar, 2013: National People’s
Congress – China’s rubber-stamp
parliament – elects Xi president
