Potential Belarusian
flanking movement

Potential amphibious
or airborne landing

Seize belt of land from
Russia to Transnistria –
to secure freshwater
supplies for Crimea and
block Ukraine’s access
to sea

Seize all of Ukraine –
would require large
occupation force to
control population and
guard borders with
NATO countries
