North Korea has test-fired its giant Hwasong-17 intercontinental ballistic

missile. The world’s largest road-mobile ICBM can potentially
deliver a warhead anywhere in the U.S.
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Hwasong-17:
Two-stage, liquid-
fuelled ICBM
Diameter: Between
2.4 and 2.5 metres.
Size suggests
missile can carry
multiple independently
targetable reentry vehicle
(MIRV) – allowing single
missile to attack several
targets
First stage: Large enough
to house four rocket motors
RD-250-type
engine
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Fuel: UDMH
(unsymmetrical
dimethylhydrazine)
and nitrogen
tetroxide. Fuel is
hypergolic – ignites
on contact with
oxidiser
