1927: The last ever Model T Ford, 
number 15,007,003, rolled off the 
production line
2002: The FIFA World Cup, co-hosted 
by South Korea and Japan, began
2021: The WHO began using the 
Greek alphabet for Covid-19 variants 
to avoid stigmatizing countries 
where variants first detected
