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1970s: Third stage from NASA Apollo Saturn V rocket crashes into moon
on four occasions – but each leaves only single crater

MYSTERIOUS DOUBLE

Initially believed to be upper
stage of SpaceX Falcon 9 launch
vehicle, but later disproved
Further research indicated it was
likely upper stage of Chinese
Long March 3C rocket, but China
denies it
Unusual double impact crater
