2003: U.S. Marines captured Saddam 
Hussein’s home town of Tikrit, the last 
major city to fall. Saddam himself was 
captured in December
2010: A huge ice block broke off a 
glacier in Peru, creating a 23-metre 
wave that flooded four nearby towns
