It soon
became popular in variety theatres
across the U.S.

1935: Joseph Stalin opened the Moscow
Metro, now one of the world’s most

1998: Serbs voted overwhelmingly to
reject foreign mediation of the
dispute with Kosovo

2003: The WHO advised against travel
to Toronto, the city having recorded 97
cases of SARS and 10 deaths

2003: Checkpoints were opened in
the divided city of Nicosia in Cyprus
for the first time since 1974
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
