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Primo de Rivera: Founder
of Falange movement, which
inspired Gen Francisco
Franco’s dictatorship
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Primo de Rivera’s grave: Remains
of fascist leader, who was executed

by Republican firing squad in Nov 1936,
relocated to Madrid’s San Isidro cemetery

Franco’s former tomb: Franco’s remains removed in 2019,
angering far-right activists who still cherish his memory
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
