The Antarctic sea ice is reaching the lowest levels for this time
of year since records began 45 years ago, alarming scientists
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Jul 2023: 14.1 million sq km –
more than 2.6 million sq km
below 1981 to 2010 average,
an area nearly as large
as Argentina
