RESCUE OPERATION

B Involves more than 170 doctors,
paramedics and experienced
cavers from several countries —
including Bulgaria, Croatia,
Hungary, Italy, Poland and Turkey
B Cave divided into seven
sections, with different teams
responsible for each section

B Narrow passages being widened
— sometimes with help of small
explosions — to allow stretcher
lines to pass through

B Rescuers
working under
wet conditions
and temperatures
as low as 4°C
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
