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Pacific LLSVP
Both lie 3,000km below Earth’s crust and are
denser than mantle around them – possibly due
to high levels of iron – similar to moon rocks
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LARGE LOW-SHEAR-VELOCITY PROVINCE
(LLSVP, aka superplume)

Two huge and mysterious blobs buried
