868: The earliest complete example of
a dated printed book, the Diamond
Sutra, (“sutra” meaning “teaching”) was
published in China

1949: Siam changed its name to
Thailand for the second time

1994: Deir al-Balah became the first
town in Gaza to come under
Palestinian self-rule

2014: The eastern Ukrainian
provinces of Donetsk and Luhansk
voted overwhelmingly for self-rule
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
