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1964: The U.S. Civil Rights Bill was 
signed into law, banning segregation in 
public places and racial discrimination
1994: Andres Escobar, whose own 
goal saw Colombia exit the soccer 
World Cup, was killed on his return
2004: The Cassini spacecraft 
transmitted its first close-up pictures of 
Saturn’s giant moon Titan
2008: Colombian politician Ingrid 
Betancourt, held captive by FARC 
guerillas for six years, was freed
