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1969: Over 500,000 demonstrators 
marched in Washington DC to protest 
against the Vietnam War
1971: The People’s Republic of 
China took its place at the UN 
General Assembly for the first time
2017: Salvator Mundi, attributed to 
Leonardo da Vinci, was sold in New 
York for a record $450.3 million
2022: Mass protests broke out in 
mainland China over stringent 
anti-Covid measures

Brazil was declared a republic 
when the country’s second and 
final emperor, Pedro II, was 
deposed in a coup d’etat led by 
Marshal Deodoro da Fonseca
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
