Dec 8, Romania: Far-right,
pro-Russia candidate Calin
Georgescu (right) and centre-right
Elena Lasconi (left) are expected to
face each other in a presidential run-off vote.
A victory for Georgescu could throw the country’s
staunchly pro-Ukraine stance into doubt

Dec 2, U.S.: California Governor
Gavin Newsom (above), a fierce critic
of President-elect Donald Trump, will
convene a special session of the legislature
to safeguard the state’s progressive
policies ahead of the new presidency

Dec 4, India: The Proba-3, a European
Space Agency (ESA) mission is scheduled
to launch on board a PSLV-XL rocket from
the country's spaceport in Sriharikota.
It will create an artificial solar eclipse
in space to study the sun
