B Born as Lhamo Dhondup on
July 6, 1935, to farming family in
today’s Qinghai province, identified
as reincarnation of 13th Dalai
Lama when he was two years old

M Has lived in exile in India since
1959 after fleeing failed uprising
against Chinese rule

B Says his successor will be
born outside China and urges
followers to reject anyone
chosen by Beijing

B China views Dalai Lama
as separatist and says it
will choose his successor
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
