Russia fires Oreshnik missile at Ukraine

Russia says it has fired its new nuclear-capable missile in Ukraine
near the Polish border, in retaliation for an alleged Ukrainian
drone attack on Vladimir Putin’s residence late last month

ORESHNIK Intermediate-range hypersonic ballistic missile

Velocity: 3.7km/s (Mach 11) )

Range:  3,000-5,500km Designed to carry
Accuracy: 50-200m nuclear payload
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Jan 8, 22:00GMT: Oreshnik hits infrastructure facility near city
of Lviv. Missile armed with explosive warheads, marking

first time Moscow uses it with full destructive intent
